Manager’s comments:

= Markets recovered some poise in April. The MSCI World Index rose by 1.2% in local currency (S) terms and by 3.2% in
sterling terms with the best gains recorded in Europe (including the UK). Utilities performed even better and the MSCI
World Utilities Index rose by 4.6% (total return in £) with strength across all regions. Sterling eked a small gain against the
Euro (+0.2%) during the month but recoiled 1.8% against the US dollar; helpfully, long bond yields were little changed.

= The Company’s NAV rose 5.7%. All regions and sub-sectors advanced although the pan-European portion outpaced the
North American by some margin and the small ‘Rest of World’ book had a remarkable month (+9.6%).

= As mentioned last month, we gently increased the portfolio’s exposure to the UK from about 11% to 15% in early March.
We were pleased and relieved that, after a good uptick in prices in March, all the UK holdings were strong again in April,
especially Drax and SSE (+18% and +8%, respectively). The FTSE ASX Utilities Index has increased 12.8% over the last 2
months. Other meaningful contributors to the P&L included Continentals Iberdrola, Enel and Italgas, and Exelon, Pattern
Energy and InfraREIT in the US. The positions in Iberdrola, Enel and Exelon had all been increased in late March/early April.
The portfolio’s relatively new positions in Hong Kong-listed wind generators China Longyuan Power and Huaneng
Renewables together added about 0.9% to the NAV which was notable considering their fairly modest weights in the
portfolio.

= The portfolio now has 41 holdings which is at the lower end of the expected range (40-60). We have concentrated the
portfolio on our strongest conviction ideas and the top 10 positions now account for about 39% of the portfolio (versus 36%
three months ago). Our sale of Fortum Oyj deserves a mention as it was briefly amongst the largest holdings and
contributed positively to performance in Q1: the group generates about one-third of its EBITDA in Russia and this was likely
to be problematic for sentiment at least.

= Gearing averaged 13% on net assets in April and over the last 3 months, and the portfolio yield is currently 5%.

= The shares will go ex-dividend (1.6p) on 3 May and the payment date is 31 May.
